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HISTORY 

Tan’s Open 1 - 17 
The Gold Coast Open has grown to be one of 
the largest Taekwondo competitions in Australia.  
Organised by Tan’s the event has grown from a 
club championship to what it is today. 
 
The 1st Tans invitational championship was held 
in 1992 at the Southport High School.  Sparring, 
Poomse and Jump kick competition were held 
similar to the format we have today.   
At the 7th Tans Open, New Zealand under the 
Taekwondo Union of New Zealand (TUNZ) 
entered for the first time.  Various clubs and 
associations from NZ have returned every year 
since.   
In 2008, the event was expanded to 2 days as 
we could no longer fit the program into one. 

 
The Gold Coast Open 

 
In 2010, a name change was made to represent 
the expansion of the competition.  The Gold 
Coast Open, also promoted the region where it 
has made its home and reputation.  Every year 
we have clubs from all over Australia and 
internationally. 2014 saw the expansion of 
electronics to all divisions except Yellow belt 
under 12 years.  2017 saw the introduction of 
eHead gear.  We also were one of the first 
events to use the new 120M Carrara Stadium. 
 
The Gold Coast Open is proud of its reputation 
which sees clubs returning each year.  Taking 
care of the small details makes a big difference.  
The Gold Coast Open is always held in mid

Taekwondo Included in the  
2019 Inas Global Games  

Programme 
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INAS, the International Federation for sport for para-athletes with an 
intellectual disability included taekwondo as a demonstration sport in 
the 2015 Inas Global Games. 
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The decision reflects World Taekwondo‘s ongoing commitment to 
making taekwondo accessible for all and follows an agreement signed 
between the two organisations earlier this year in June. As part of the 
agreement WT will increase its efforts to promote taekwondo for athletes 
with an intellectual disability throughout the world by working closely 
with its national federations to further develop the sport within those 
nations. 
 
At the time, President of the World Taekwondo, Chungwon Choue, said: 
“It is an honour for para-taekwondo to be included as a demonstration 
sport in the 2015 Inas Global Games. Inas has done an excellent job in 
promoting sports for athletes with an intellectual disability for over 
twenty years and we are extremely excited about the opportunity to work 
with them. We look forward to learning from their vast experience and 
expertise in order to develop para-taekwondo further.” 

 
Inas was formed in 1985 and has grown to a membership of more than 65 
nations across the world, representing many thousands of athletes with an 
intellectual disability. The Inas Global Games, held every four years, is 
the largest sporting event for elite athletes with an intellectual disability 
and features World Championship Competition in seven sports. The 
next  Global Games will be held in Brisbane Australia in October 
2019. 
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 Nick Parr, Inas Executive Director, explained: 
“Inas is delighted to see para-taekwondo added to the programme. The 
decision is a recognition of the commitment made by WT to create more 
competitive opportunities for athletes with an intellectual disability, and I 
look forward to seeing the sport develop over the coming years“.
